Mayor Travis called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call-Present:  Council members Diehl, Skoglund, and Williamson.  Council member Wickwire arrived at 7:05 p.m.  Absent: Gallentine.  Also present:  Staci Blair, Kellie Bloomquist, Mark Campbell, Randy Danielson, Nick Dunbar, Danny Hansen, Kathie Highland, Mary Horn, Craig Johnson, Matt Johnson, Shelley Johnson, Sarah Miller, and Jim Stubbs.             
AGENDA:  Council member Williamson moved to approve the agenda as printed with the addition of building permit applications from Kathie Highland and Butch Rudshagen.  Second by Diehl.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Williamson.  Nays: none.    Motion carried unanimously.

MINUTES:  Council member Williamson moved to approve the minutes of the May 8 regular meeting as printed.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

BILLS:  Council member Williamson moved to approve the bills as presented.  Second by Diehl.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

COMMENTS FROM THE FLOOR:  TCB Sanitation representative Staci Blair reported that DOT has been closely monitoring garbage truck weights recently.  Because of this, TCB is recommending that all garbage be put in bags or cans with lids.  They may also limit the amount of garbage picked up from each household.  Staci and Webster County Supervisor Mark Campbell also reported on possible gate fee increases at the regional landfill.  Staci reported that a photography business would be opening downtown this summer.  Webster County Sheriff Jim Stubbs thanked the City for the use of City Hall during the recent search activities.  

RODEO:  Cathy Springer informed the Council of plans for an IRCA rodeo to be held in Dayton on Saturday, July 13th at 7:00 p.m.  A dance will follow the rodeo and the Iron Saddle Saloon will handle the beer concessions.  

LIBRARY/POST OFFICE BUILDING:  The Council reviewed a letter mailed to an adjacent property owner and tabled any action on this until the July 10 regular meeting.

PROPERTY CLEAN UP:  Police Chief Nick Dunbar reported that two property owners need to do further clean up work.  He is working with the City Attorney on this.

HOUSE DEMOLITION:  Following discussion, Wickwire moved to approve release of the balance of insurance funds for a fire damaged property at 208 4th Avenue NW.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

TRUCK PARKING:  Tabled until the July 10 meeting.

STREET PROJECT:  The Council discussed resurfacing work needed at and near the intersection of 1st Street and 5th Avenue NW.  

WATER METERS:  The Council tabled use of remaining bond funds for water meter purchases until the Skillet Creek water line crossing issue is resolved.

IOWA NATURAL HERITAGE PROPERTY:  Council member Wickwire moved to set a public hearing for July 10 concerning the City’s acceptance of property from the Iowa Natural Heritage Foundation.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

3rd STREET SW STREET SALE:  Council member Skoglund moved to sell the platted but undeveloped 3rd Street SW property located south of 3rd Avenue SW.  After discussion, the motion was amended to contact Don Schmadeke and Webster County Engineer Randy Will concerning an agreeable split of the property.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

DOWNTOWN ALLEY, CURB AND GUTTER, SIDEWALK REPAIR:  The alley approach, and sidewalk approach on North Main Street has been replaced.  An estimate for repairs at North Main Street and 1st Avenue NW has not been received 

2nd AVENUE SW STORM SEWER:  Following review of estimates, Wickwire moved that the City purchase pipe as recommended by Dayton Farm Drainage for a storm sewer extension on 2nd Avenue SW, between 2nd and 3rd Streets, and to hire Dayton Farm Drainage to install the pipe.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

FIRE STATION ROOF:  No quotes for repairs had been received.

1ST STREET AND 2ND AVENUE NE INTERSECTION:  Mayor Travis will discuss removal of some vegetation to improve visibility with property owners. 

EMERGENCY WATER PLAN:  The corrected plan will be forwarded to City Attorney Mark Hemmingson for his review.  

BUILDING PERMITS:  Council member Diehl moved to approve a permit for a patio/deck for Bruce and Joan Lambert at 401 2nd Avenue NE.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  Council member Diehl moved to approve a permit for a concrete slab and ramps for the United Methodist Church at 107 3rd Street NW.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  Council member Wickwire moved to approve an amended permit for a new house at 605 1st Avenue SW for Kathie Highland.  Second by Diehl.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  Council member Diehl moved to approve permits for Butch Rudshagen for moving an existing garage and a garage addition at 208 4th Avenue NW, and for a building addition at 403 2nd Street NW.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  

LIQUOR LICENSE:  Council member Diehl moved to approve renewal of a Class C liquor license with outdoor service and Sunday sales endorsements for the Iron Saddle Saloon.  Second by Wickwire.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  

BEER PERMIT:  Council member Diehl moved to approve a Class BB beer permit for the Iron Saddle Saloon.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

CIGARETTE PERMIT RENEWALS:  Council member Diehl moved to approve cigarette permit renewals for Casey’s General Store and Community Grocery.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

LIBRARY BOARD APPOINTMENTS:  Mayor Travis appointed Amber Graves and Michael Young to six-year terms on the Dayton Library Board.  Council member Wickwire moved to approve the appointments.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  

SPECIAL USE PERMIT RENEWAL:  As the request for renewal of the special use permit had not been received, the matter was tabled.

COMMUNITY AND FAMILY RESOURCES:  Sarah Miller updated the Council on that organization’s activities at Southeast Webster-Grand.

SALARY RESOLUTION:  Council member Williamson introduced Resolution 2012-11, “A Resolution Setting Salaries and Wages for Appointed Officers and Employees of the City of Dayton for Fiscal Year 2013-2014”, and moved its adoption.  Second by Diehl.  Roll call vote.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Resolution adopted.  

CURB STOP ASSESSMENT:  At 8:28 p.m., Mayor Travis opened the public hearing regarding assessment of costs to install a water curb stop valve.  No comments had been received and none were voiced.  After the hearing was closed at 8:29 p.m., Council member Diehl introduced Resolution 2013-12, “Resolution to Certify Unpaid Water Line Repair Costs to the Webster County Treasurer”, and moved its adoption.  Second by Williamson.  Roll call vote.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Resolution adopted.  

BRIDGE INSPECTION:  The Council reviewed an inspection report for the 4th Avenue SE bridge and directed the Clerk to contact Black Hills Energy concerning a gas line on the bridge.

COMMUNITY SERVICE AWARD:  Mayor Travis will meet with community group representatives on June 26th to discuss this.  He also asked for Council members’ input.

WATER LINE CREEK CROSSING:  As no estimates had been received, this was tabled.

TREE REMOVAL:  Dayton Light and Power had voted to remove the trees.

RODEO FIREWORKS PERMIT:  Council member Williamson moved to approve a fireworks permit for the Dayton Rodeo and Celebration Committee for Labor Day weekend.  Second by Diehl.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

5K RUN:  Kellie Bloomquist discussed the possibility of a 5K Run in Dayton on Saturday, August 31st.  The Council agreed to look at a plan for this at the July 10 meeting.  

ROCK SALE:  The Council decided not to sell any old sewer plant rock.  

SRF LOANS:  Council member Diehl moved to proceed with the process to reduce the interest rate on two City SRF loans.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.

STREET CLOSING:  Council member Diehl moved to close East Skillet Avenue from Main Street from 6 p.m. to 9 p.m. on June 27 for a Van Diest Medical Center picnic.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  

OTHER BUSINESS:  The Council agreed to repair IH truck hydraulics and to allow a sanitary sewer main located south of 1st Avenue SW to be moved at the property owner’s expense if necessary for house construction.  They also agreed to allow new banners to be placed on downtown light poles.  

ADJOURN:  Council member Diehl moved to adjourn.  Second by Williamson.  Ayes: Diehl, Skoglund, Wickwire, Williamson.  Nays: none.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:12 p.m.
